Discovery of Suspected
Incident

Preliminary Meeting:
Dean/Designee presents charge and
evidence; student offered chance to 

respond then and in writing within 10 days

Adjudication by Code Review
Panel or Dean/Designee

Instructor Discusses Error in Judgment
with student; educates student about

acceptable standards and assigns
appropriate remedy

Incident may be reported to the dean/
designee but does not appear on 

the academic record

Dismiss Case Remand Case to
Faculty Member

Assign a Penalty

Code Review Panel:
Comprised of faculty and students
who hear the case; students can
respond to charges; panel makes

recommendation to the dean.

Dean/Designee:
Reviews case and evidence

submitted; may send case to panel
or determine separate resolution. 

Appeal to Provost:
Student may appeal only in cases

concerning a notation to 
the permanent record

Instructor notifies Dean’s Office:
Dean/Designee contacts student to arrange

preliminary meeting

Administrative Jurisdiction:
Intentional violation alleged 

by instructor

Faculty Authority:
Unintentional offense determined 

by instructor
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Note: Dean may accept, reject, or
modify panel recommendation
