SAFETY ADVISORY

During the last seven days, the Metropolitan Police Department has reported three armed robberies involving the
use of a knife in the Tenley town area. The synopsis of each event as described in the District of Columbia
AlertDC system is listed below. The Department of Public Safety has not received any reports of university
affiliates being involved in these incidents.

Event #1 — 04/19/2016 in the Evening: Robbery Knife at Fort Drive & Chesapeake Street NW

Suspect #1: Black/Male, 16 years of age. Last seen wearing a black hoodie. Has a birthmark under eye.
Suspects #2 and 3: Black/Females, 16 years of age. Last seen with a blue backpack.

Event #2 — 04/19/2016 in the Evening: Robbery Knife at Brandywine & River Rd NW

Suspect #1: Black/Female, 14-15 years of age, 4'10", 90 Ibs., slr orange braids.
Suspect #2: Black/Female.
Suspect #3: Black/Male, 5'4".

Event #3 — 04/25/2016 at 9:19 AM: Robbery Knife, 0919 hours in the 4400 Belt Road NW.

Suspect #1: Hispanic or Asian/Male, light skin complexion, 5'11" - 6', 180 Ibs. Last seen wearing all black and
black hat.

Safety Tips

in parking lots.
