What is the Role of Competition?

We have seen how stable, lasting prices may emerge spontaneously from
the flux of the marketplace, but we have passed over in silence a basic
condition for the formation of these prices. This is the role played by
competition.

Competition is often discussed as a somewhat unpleasant feature of
economic life. Now, however, we can see that, although competition may well
be unpleasant, it is indispensable-if we are to have socially acceptable
outcomes for a market process. == _ . L
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market, but economic competition (unlike the competition for prizes outside
of economic life) is not a single contest. Itis a continuing process. It monitors
a race that no one ever wins, a race where all must go on endlessly trying to stay
in front, to avoid the economic penalties of falling behind.

Moreover, unlike the contests of ordinary life, economic competition
involves not just a single struggle among rivals, but two struggles. One is
between the two sides of the markets; the other is among the marketers on
each side. The competition marketplace is not only where the clash of interest
between buyer and seller is worked out by the opposition of supply and
delrlnand, but also where buyers contend against buyers and sellers against
sellers.
