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The costs below are estimates based on current economic conditions. An increase of 5-7% for each succeeding academic year should be anticipated.

TUITION AND FEES:

The tuition guide given above is for a first year SJD student. In order to satisfy F-1 visa requirements,
students must be registered for a minimum of eight credit hours per semester. Other visa statuses may have
other requirements. The board of trustees sets tuition and fees on an annual basis. Increases have occurred in
recent academic years, and there is no guarantee that tuition will not increase in subsequent academic years. The
following tuition charges are applicable for the academic year 2008 - 2009.

A First year SJD student per semester $10,864

A Continuing SJD student in residence at WCL per semester $ 3,104

A Continuing SJD student maintaining matriculation per semester $ 776

A IMPORTANT ADDITIONAL COSTS: Students must be able to meet the following costs as they apply to
their particular situation:

FINANCIAL DOCUMENTS FOR F-1 (STUDENT) VISA: If you intend to apply for an F-1 (student) visa,
you will be required by a U.S. consular officer to present a Form I-20 and supporting financial documents to
demonstrate your ability to meet financial obligations for the first year of your academic program. Financial
documents, such as bank statements, scholarship letters, and/or a U.S. Department of Justice Form 1-134 "Affidavit
of Support" showing a minimum of $48,124 must be presented. Sponsors in the Washington, D.C. area who
provide free room and board should use the corresponding figures above in determining their financial
contributions to the student.
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LIVING EXPENSES

UNIVERSITY HOUSING AND DINING SERVICES: Rent figures are based on an on-campus shared rooms
(double occupancy) in most of the residence halls for undergraduate students. Students interested in applying
for on-campus housing should contact Residential Life and Housing Services, Rockwood Building,
American University, 4700 Massachusetts Avenue, N.W., Washington, D.C. 20016-8142, phone (202) 885-
3370, fax (202) 885-1154, www.american.edu/ocl/housing. A housing application, along with an information
brochure and price list, will be mailed upon request.

Estimated meal expenses are based on a variety of on-campus "meal plan" options, which range in costs per semester.
The University Dining Services will be closed during the Thanksgiving break, inter-session break (between Fall
and Spring semesters), and spring break. Students should plan to make other dining arrangements during these
times, as well as during the summer session. Therefore, plan to budget at least $20 per day during these periods for meal
expenses. Costs of meals for students living off-campus may be more or less, depending on the student. Residence halls
are also closed from during the inter-session break (between Fall and Spring semesters) and students are
responsible for finding alternative housing during this time.

OFF-CAMPUS HOUSING: Rent estimates are based on the average cost for a shared one-bedroom apartment.
Rent may include all utilities except telephone service. If utilities are not included, an additional $50 or more each month
should be anticipated. Average costs for students sharing accommodations range from $600 to $1200 per month.
Normally, students must also purchase or rent furnishings, such as a television, furniture, and cooking utensils. Students
planning to live alone should expect to pay at least $1200 per month. Students should also budget for transportation
costs, which vary greatly depending on distance from the university and on preferred type of public or private
transportation.

In general, it is not possible to locate off-campus housing by mail or phone. Once students arrive in Washington,
D.C,, the university's Off-Campus Housing Office provides housing resources. For those students who have access
to the Internet, this information can be obtained at the following address:

In addition,
International Student Orientation programs, held at the beginning of each semester, provide workshops designed to
aid students in their housing search.

HEALTH INSURANCE: All full-time international students (except those holding an A, G, or H visa) are
required to purchase health insurance. International students are automatically enrolled and billed for the
university-sponsored insurance plan. Students may waive this fee if proof of a comparable plan is provided to
the Health Center. Students on an F-1 or J-1 visa must provide health insurance for their dependents as well. Please
refer to the Student Health Center web site for current dependent costs at
http://www.american.edu/ocl/healthcenter/insurancefaq.htm.. The school-sponsored insurance is
effective from August 21, 2008 to August 20, 2009. Students who begin their studies in the summer semester
must purchase separate insurance for the summer term.

DISABLED STUDENT EXPENSES: Students with disabilities must anticipate the following annual expenses:
Personal Attendant Care (for students who need assistance in activities of daily living) - Hourly rates range from
$13-$20 per hour.

Special services for study outside the classroom (i.e.: sign language interpreters for the deaf, etc.) - Hourly rates
range from $25-$45 per hour.

FAMILY EXPENSES: Married students who plan to bring their families should add at least $5,500 for their spouse
and $4,000 for each child per year to their annual living expenses.
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
