WeLEAD, a bipartisan leadership training program run by the Women & Politics Institute, is the
only training in the country that works to increase the number of women working in politics and
running for office. The program graduates are employed in the White House administration,
congressional offices, campaign consulting firms, lobbying firms, and non-profit organizations.
WeLEAD empowers young women, ignites their passions and prepares them to succeed in
politics and public service.

The program targets women between the ages of 21 and 25. Monthly workshops focus on
campaigns, communications, professional development, fundraising, and public policy. The
annual WeLEAD Congressional Dialogue brings WeLEADers face-to-face with women in
Congress. Evening events provide WeLEADers with opportunities to network and socialize with
each other and with prominent women in politics and public service.

The Women & Politics Institute is a non-profit organization and participation in WeLEAD is free
of charge for accepted applicants.

Please note: In order to qualify for participation in the WeLEAD program, you must be between
21 and 25 years of age. Additionally, there are seven Saturday trainings scheduled over the
course of the year. More than one unexcused absence will result in dismissal from the program.
